We are interested to 

learn about challenges in the communication or engagement with end users, and any experiences with 

innovative approaches to project design and delivery. Of particular interest are also the questions of 

reproducibility and explainability: what can we do as a community to make OR accessible to a wider audience? 

Presenters are encouraged to share insights on how to generalize their work or a particular methodology via 

roadmaps, templates or blueprints.
